Amendments in STANDARDS OF WEIGH & MEASURES PACKAGED COMMODITIES RULES, 1977 Notification No GSR 425 (E) dated 17 July 2007 dated of enforcement 

As members may be aware Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food & Public Distribution (Dept of Consumer Affairs) Govt of India, vide Notification No GSR425 (E) dated 17 July 2006, had made amendments in the Packaged Commodities Rules, 1977

• 
First Schedule (Maximum permissible errors in relation to the quantity 
contained in the quantity contained in the individual Package) has been 
mitted w.e.f. 1st May 2008.

• 
The Second Schedule on Maximum Permissible Error will continue to be in 
force and will be applicable in the case of Biscuits.

• 
The Third Schedule as per Rule 5 on Commodities to be packed in specified 
quantities will continue to be in force as per which biscuits shall be packed in 
the following quantities 25g, 502, 100gm, 200gm, 500gm, 1kg, 2kg, and 
thereafter in multiples of 5kg.

•
 The provision in Rule 5 of the Packaged Commodities Rules 1977, providing 
for packaging of biscuits in weights other then those specified in Third 
Schedule will also continue to be in force with the proviso that a declaration 
will be printed that such weight is “Non Standard size under the Standards 
of Weights and Measures (Packaged Commodities) Rules, 1977, shall be 
made prominently on the label of such package’. Weight”

• 
The Fourth Schedule (Declaration of quantity in relation to commodities 
(sold by weight or volume) which may be qualified by the words “When 
packed” and the additional information which the package or the label 
affixed shall affixed thereto shall bear on it) has been omitted with effect 
from 1st May 2008.

• 
Fifth Schedule, Sixth Schedule, and Ninth of the Packaged Commodities 
Rules 1977 have been amended as under:-

• 
In the Fifth Schedule to the said rules, in column 3, against item No 14, the 
words, ‘or volume’ shall be omitted.

• 
The sixth Schedule to the said rules regarding manner in which commodities 
intended to be sole by number shall be packed, has been omitted w.e.f. 1st 
May 2008.

• 
In the Ninth Schedule to the aid rules, for the word, ‘ batch’, whenever it 
occurs, the word,’ lot’ shall be substituted

• 
MEMBERS ARE THEREFORE ADVISED TO NOTE THE 
AMENDMENTS 
AND COMPLY ACCORDINGLY.

• 
The proviso in Rule 5 sub rule (1 A) providing that “Every Package shall 
bear the name, address, telephone number, E mail address, if available, of 
the person who can or the office which can be contacted, in case of consumer 
complaints.” Will also continue to be in force.

• 
The Notification No 491(E) also contains amendments in various other 
rules/sub-rules/explanatory notes/definitions etc in the Standards of Weights 
& Measures (Packaged Commodities) Rules, 1977.
